We concerned, and in the crane business it

seems almost impossible to predict the
ups-and-downs (no pun intended) of what may-or-may-not be
required either on a month-to-month or even weekly basis.

Just when you might think you have your fleet movements
worked out in advance a sudden accident on the highway or a
building collapse in the city can result in literally everybody
calling for help and assistance. But, if you've got the right
equipment you become the first point of contact when others
need someone else to get them out of a predicament.

This was almost exactly the case recently when a transport
of propellers used by massive wind generators went wrong on
the Hume Highway near the twin Shell service stations at
Sutton Forest, 90-minutes south of Sydney.

Two propellers had been loaded within a gantry-style carrier
fabricated from steel and which formed the basis of the
support for the blades, which were then fitted with a bogie
front and back, and then towed down the highway.

For whatever reason the structure of the gantry was
insufficient to support the propeller blades while in transit and
with a distinct bend happening in the centre of the gantry, the
crew transporting the blades sought rapid shelter in a lay-by
before the bend increased and the load decided to settle on
the main southbound carriageway.

It's one thing to avoid an unfortunate incident but it's another
thing entirely when you need to find a rapid solution that can
restore the load back to a fully perfect horizontal position and
complete its transportation safely to its destination.

There’s nothing under-length about two turbine blades and
although they look to be a fair size when mounted on the tower
they appear a lot longer when lying on the ground.

Fortunately for the authorities trying to find a solution to their
immediate problem, Craig Membrey was able to dispatch an
extendible trailer that easily could match the length
requirements of even the longest turbine blade. On location
within a matter of hours, the next day involved a mobile crane
lifting the blades out of the now bent cradle that had been
their home and relocating them onto the purpose-built
extendible trailer.

And with the right equipment in place, solving the problem
and delivering the blades to their destination was only a
matter of time.

“A lot of our jobs are unusual,” said Craig Membrey. “The
trick is to have the right gear and that simplifies everything.
Unfortunately there may not be a call for its use each week or
each month but by having that ability to specialise you find
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that customers come to you first. It’s a lot easier to do the job
right from the outset rather than have someone cut corners
and then find you've got to fix a problem that develops along
the way,” he added.
